Will the Minister for Housing and Works be pleased to state whether
there is any proposal/ plan under consideration of the Government
to construct new residential houses/accommodations in Islamabad
for Government servants; if so, the details thereof?

Minister for Housing and Works (Chaudhary Tariq Bashir
Cheema): Féderal Cabinet imposed ban on new construction of gvernment
accommodation on 13-3-1995. The mater of construction of Government
accommodation was taken up on public private partnership. In this regard,
a proposal to demolish the existing government accommodation at Sector
F-6/4 and construction of 10 storey flats in their place, was submitted to
Prime Minister on 28-01-2016. The Prime Minister’s Office had directed to
re-submit the summary through Cabinet Division after consulting all
stake-holders. Accordingly, Capital Administration & Development Division
and CDA were requested to furnish their views. Response from them is still

awaited.

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Minister for National Health Services, Regulations and
Coordination (Mr. Aamer Mehmood Kiani): (a) There are no hospitals/
Institutions established for mental health by the Federal Government. However
PIMS and Federal Government Polyclinic (FGP) have separate Psychiatry
Department. The Psychiatry Department of PIMS is functional whereas the
posts of that department in FGP are advertised by the FPSC, which will be
filled up shortly. Other two hospitals (Federal General Hospital and National
Institute of Rehabilitation (NIRM) have no such departments.

(b) In PIMS, 39000 patients for mental disorders have been
registered since 2017.

(¢) No seminars, conventions or public awareness activities were
under taken since 2017.

Minister for Housing and Works (Chaudhary Tariq Bashir Cheema):
(a) The Provincial Government has purchased land in District Chitral for the
Scheme funds was provided by the Federal Government During the tenure of
the Ex-Prime Minister Muhammad Khan Junejo a low cost Housing Scheme -
titled “Shelter for Shelterless” was announced. The Programme was
implemented through District Housing Committee Comprising Parliamentarian
and respected Deputy commissioner’s as Secretary of the Committee. The
Committees were for identification selection of Land responsible and recovery
of loans etc. District consturction committee headed by Deputy Commissioner
and members from Communication & Works, was responsible for construction
of houses. National Housing Authority was to act as coordinating Agency.
In pursuance of the 2nd meeting of Board of Governor of NHA July 7, 1992
the Scheme was handed over / transferred to provinces for further
implementation.

(b) National Housing Authority has not issued allotment letters of
five Marla plot.
