WHERE^S it is cxpedient to provide for proper management, supervision
and adminislralion of waqjl Vopefiies in the territorial limils of the Islamabad
Capitallerritory and for matters ancillary thereto,

It is hereby enacted as follows:-

l. Short titlc, cxtcnt and coEmetrcement.=( l) This Act shall bc
callcd lhe Islamabad Capital Territory Waqf Propedes Act, 2020.

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(2) It extends to the Islamabad Capital Territory

(3) lt shall come into force at once.

2. Ilclloitions.-In this Ac! unless there is onything repugDant in the

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:1. AppointmeEt of chief administrator of ar,qrl.--{ 1. Thc Chief

Commissioler, Islamabad Capital ltrritory (lCT) shall appoint a chief
adminislrator auqgffor ICT and may by order, vest in him. dre Bary'propcrties
situatcd in the territorial limits ofICT including all /igrtu, assets, dcbts, liabilities
and oblitlations relating thereto.

(2) No pe6on shall b€ appoinled as chief adminishator urless he is a
Muslim and serving Govemment servant ofBPS'19.

(3) The chief administralor shall be a corporation sole by thc name of
the chiel' administrator of auqal ICT and shall have pcrpetual succejsion and an
oflicial seal rr.nd may sue and carr be sued in his corporatc name.

(4) The chief administrator shall perform his duties subject to
adminisrratil'e control of the F€deral Govcmmenr.

L Appointm€ot of idministrltor rnd d€puty sdministretors. {I)
The Chief Commissioner, ICT may appoint administsator md deputy
admini$rators tor wdqf prcperties as may be spccificd in the +porntmenl
notilicrlion to Essist the chief administrator and any administratcr or deputy
administrators so appointed shall subjell to the general or special (,rders of the
chief administrator be competent to discharge such duties and er€rcise such
powers of fie chief administ?tor as may be assigfled to hinr and when
dischar8ing such dutics or cxercising such poweE shall have the sanre privileges
and be subject to samc liabilities as the chiefadminislrator-

(2) The administrator or depuly administrators appoLnted under
suLs€ction ( I ) shall b€ under dle adm inislrative confol of the chief adrn ln istrator.

nature ofsalary, fees and allowances to bc paid to each such officer and scrvant.

oflaw for the time being in force.

(5) Any ch&8e in the woqll gopetty information shall be updated by
the wo4fmanager to tlre district collcctor, ICT in a timely manner &s prescribed.

Provided furthcr thal the notification shall be served upor dtc
managemcnr ot the mutavolli and also affixed on some Prominent part of the
propeny_ which is sought ro be taken over.

9. Provision of miscellaoeou. informrtiotr.-{l) Prior to enterin[i

shall disclose their staJus as such to the reporting entity as defined in lhr:
Antr-Money Laundering Act, 2010 (VII of20l0).

(2) With respect to a\y oqf in cxistence, at the time dris provisiorL
comcs inlo ,brce, any vdqfmanager, whether a creator ofthe rraqf,). othenpise.
shall disclosc his status as such to any reponing entity with rvhom they have a

10. Evidion of persotrs wrongfully in posession of xdq'

or tcnant an opportuniry ofhearing, order the rermination of lcase or resumption
oftcnancy:

Provided that if the breach rs capablc of rectification, the administrator
shall not order the termmation of the leas€ or resunption of the tenalcy unless he
has issued a written notice requiring the lessee or tenant to rectiry the breach
within a reasonable time, not bcing less than thirty days or more than sixty days,
to be statcd in the notice and the lesse€ or tenant has failed to comply with such

notice,

(2) Where an order terminatiflg the lease or resuming the tenimcy has

been passcd undcr the provisions of sub-section (l), the administrator may
fonhwith re-enter upon the ,raqfpropeny and resume possession of iL subject to
the payment of compensation to be fixed by the administratol for unrut and
un-gathered crops or for the improvements, if any, that may have been made by
the lessee or tenant under the terms ofthe lease or tenancy or with the p€rmissio:r
ofthe chief administra tor.

12. Appesl.-{ l) Any person evicted under the provisions of section
l0 or aggrieved b,,- an order of termination of l€ase or resumption of tenancy
made under section I I may, within sixty days of such eviction or within thi(y
days ofthe order of terrnination of the lease or resumption of tcnancy, prefer an
appeal to the chief administrator and the chief administrator, after giving such
pc.son an opportunitv ofhearing. shall contirm, modifo or vacate the order made
by the administmtor under section l0 o. I l.

(2) If there is no appcal preferred against an ordel of eviction made
under section l0 or an order of termination of lease or resumption of tenancy
made under section 11, the eviction, termination of lease or resumption of
tenancy, as the case may be, shall attain finality, and when there an appeal has

been preferred, the decision of the chief administrator m appeal shall be
considered final.

13. P€titiotr to Iligh Court,-{l) Any person claiming any interest, in
any lrad property in respect oI which a notification has been issued under
section 8 may, within thirry days of the publication of such notification in the
omcial Gazette, file a petition in the High Court for a declaratio.-

(a) that the property is not ,va4fp.opefiy; or

(b) rhat the property is Baq,/ property wrthin the limrts stated in the
petition.
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14. No terhporary inrutrctiotr or order without prior notic€.-N,)
cDurt including District Court or a High Court and any other forurn establishol
under any law shall issue an injunctive order without hearing the Govemment sI
the first insranc€ and in no case rhe injunction shall extend Ibr a peflod beyonJ
srx months.

15. Dcci3io! of Oe High Court shrll be finrl.-If no appeal is
preferrLd within thirty days, the decision ofthe High Coun, or rvhcn thcre is an

appeal, the decision in app€al shall be final.

16. Schcme for rdminbtrerion of x,a{jf property.-{ L) fhe chi(f
adminirfator shall i rcswct of a waqf ptopert, regarding \\hrch ! notillcatior
under section 8 has been issued and thc Sross annual income Iiom v.hich excecds
one hundred thousand ru[Ees and on other cases may scttle a schcme for the
adminisEation and dcvelopment of such wadp.operty.

(2) In the settlemcnt of a scheme the chief administmro. shall trle
effcct to such wishes of dre wa4fas can be asc€nained, and to whLch effect can
b€ reasoMble given.

17. Srle procBs of woql propertf-1l) The Chief Commissioncr.
tCT may, where he is satisfied that circurnstances exist, sell or otherwise dispose
of any raoFpropeq in order-

(a) to secure maximum economic benefits out of such poperty and ro
evoid loss or darnaSe lo such property, or

(b) to serve the best public intcrest and public purpose fi)r which su(h
prope(y was dedicated; or

(c) to give cffect to such wishes ofthc person dedic.atin,l the propcny
as can be ascertaioed; or

(d) to enable the property to be used in the abscnce of cvidencc of
express dedication, for the purpos€ for which it has b€en used or fi)r
any purpos€ recognized by lslam as religious, pious or charitable;

(e) to provide maintenance to those who, on account ofutemploymert,
sickness, infirmity o. old a8e, are unable to maintain themselves; or

(f) to provide education, medical aid, housing, public facilities ard
services such as roads, sewerage, gas and electric po\\eri or

(g) to prevent dangcr to life, properry or public health.
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(2) Th€ Chicf Commissioner, ICT uray permit the chief administrator
to invest the proceeds in accordancc with his dtections.

(3) For carrying out the purpose mentioned in sub-section (l) and (2),
the ChiefCommissioner, ICT shall seek permission from Federal Covemment.

18. Ase of h,aqlf p.op€rty and applicatior of income therelrom.-
Subject to the provisions ol' this Act, a lraql property shall bc uscd for the
purpose for which it was dedicated or has been,used or for any purpose

recognized by lslam as religious, pious or charitable, as the chiel administraror
may deem fit.

19. Accounts.il) The chief administrator shall maintain a complete
record of all propenies under his control and managemenl and shall keep
accounts of income and expenditurc of such properties including exp€nditure on
the chief administrator and his establishment, in such manner as may be
prescribed.

(2) All moneys reccived or realized by thc chief administrator in
respect of propertres under his control and management shall lorm and be
creditcd to a fund to be callcd arga/fund which shall be under the control ofand
operated upon by the chief administrator subject to general supervision of the
Federal Govemment, and shall be kept in such custody as may be prescribed.

(3) At the end of each financial year the accounts marntained by the
chiefadministrator shall b€ audited by such authority as may be prescribed by the
Chief Commissioner, ICT and thc audit rcport wlth the comment of the Chief
Commissioner, ICT shall b€ lard beforethe Federal Covemment.

20. Retrts and lease moneys in rcsp€ct of ,44l property.-Any sum

due as rent or lease moncy in respect of \,)aql Wopeny, the administratiofl
wherecjf has been taken over and assumed by the chief administrator if not paid

within thirty days of its having become due. may be recovered as afears of land
revenue as provided in thc West Pakisran Land Revenue Acq 1967 (W.P Act
No. XVII of 1967).

21. Power of chicf admiDistrator to issue instructions.-al) The
chief administrator may require any \rdqlmanager in respect ofa rraql propcrty
the administration whereol has not been taken over or assumed by him under
section 8 to fumish him with any retum statemen!. statistics o. orher infonnation
regardin8 such waqjf Vopafty, or a copy of any document relating to such
propefty, and such person shall comply with such order or direction without any
delay.

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(2) The waql managcr shall provide to competcnt authorities, for
domestic and international cmpcration purposes at any lime in the manner
prcscribed, any information rcgarding lhc ],aqf property, including but not
lirnrted to bcncficial ownership ofwaqfproperty, the residences ofthc staff who
have conlrol over the rrd4fproperties, any assets hgld or managed by a reporting
entity in relalion to lca{,Fproperty or any other infonMtion relating to the rraqjfas
specified in the Anti-Money Laundering Act,20l0 (Vtr of20l0).

23. Provisioo ol itrformation to reportirg enriti6. {l) 'the chief
administrator shall provide and upon request to the reporting enlity information
about the beneficial ownership aDd assets of the lraq,f in the prescribed
circumstances and manner-

(2) The reponing entity may also obtain the information from the rragr
manager about the beneflaial owner, details of rraq,fassets, residential addresses
ol vaqf manager and details of beneficiaries in the prescribed circumstances and
manner,

24. Brr of jurisdiction.-Save as expressly provided in this Acl no

civil or revenue court or any othcr authority, shall havejurisdiction.-

(a) (o question the legality ofanlthing dono under this Act by or at the
instance of the chief admrnrstrator; or

(b) in respect ofany matter which the chicfadminislrator is empowered
by or undcr this Act lo determineor settle; or

(c) to Srant an rnjunclion or othc. orde. in relation to any pmceeding
before the chief admini(mtor under lhis Act or anlthing dorc or
irt€nded ro be done by or at the instance of the chief administrator
under this Act.

25. Offences. {1) Whoever obstructs or offers any resislance to, or
impcdes or otherwise interferes with-

(a) any authorit-v, officer or person €xercising any powe. or performing
any dury.- conferred or imposed upon it or him by or in pursuance of
rhis Act or oth€rwise discharging any lawful function under dris

(b) any person who is carrying out the orders of any such authority,
officer or person as aforesaid or who is otherwise acting in
