RULING OF THE CHAIR 

 

Honourable Members before taking up item No.7, I would like to seek attention of the 

House in order to decide a matter of much importance which relates to item No.7. 

Under rule 44 of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in the National 

Assembly, 2007, I informed the House on 2nd August 2022 regarding absence of the Members 

who have remained absent without leave of the House for forty consecutive days of its sittings 

including Mr. Muhammad Mian Soomro, Member National Assembly (NA-196, Jacobabad). 

Consequently, Ms. Shahida Rehmani, MNA moved a motion on the same date to declare the 

seat of Mr. Muhammad Mian Soomro, MNA vacant under clause (2) of Article 64 of the 

Constitution. However, it was deferred by the House. After expiry of seven days from the date 

on which the motion was moved, the motion has been included in the Orders of the Day for 

today, the 10th August, 2022 for consideration of the House under clause (2) of Article 64 of 

the Constitution. 

Meanwhile, an application of Mr. Muhammad Mian Soomro, MNA dated 2nd August 

2022 was received in this Secretariat on 5th August, 2022 for ex-post facto approval of leave 

of absence from the House till 2 August, 2022 and for further leave till the end of the 

September, 2022.  

After careful consideration of the matter and in view of sub-rule (3) of rule 40 of the 

said Rules regarding ex-post facto applications, I reached to the conclusion that Mr. 

Muhammad Mian Soomro, MNA was not prevented or incapacitated from making such an 

application for leave during the whole period of 40 consecutive sittings of the National 

Assembly, therefore, this application cannot be brought before the House for grant of leave in 

terms of sub-rule (3) of rule 40 of the said Rules at this belated stage when a motion to declare 

his seat vacant has already been moved by a member for consideration of the House. Further, 

it is hereby clarified that sub-rule (3) of rule 40 regarding ex-post facto grant of leave by the 

House is only applicable where the leave of absence is not more than forty consecutive days 

of sitting of the Assembly. In case of absence without leave of the House for forty consecutive 
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days or more the provisions of rule 44 read with clause (2) of Article 64 of the Constitution 

are applicable. Therefore, this House may consider the motion standing at item No.7 on the 

Orders of the Day under rule 44 of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in the 

National Assembly, 2007.
