further to amend the Federal Urdu University of Arts, Sciences and Technology,
Islamabad Ordinance, 2002 (No. CXIX of 2002)

Whereas, it is expedient further to amend the Federal Urdu University of Arts, Sciences
and Technology, Islamabad Ordinance, 2002, for the purpose hereinafter appearing:

It is enacted as follow:-

1. Short title and commencement. — (1) This Bill may be called the Federal Urdu
University of Arts, Sciences and Technology, Islamabad (Amendment) Bill, 2022.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment in Section 17, Ordinance. CXIX of 2002.- In the Federal Urdu
University of Arts, Sciences and Technology, Islamabad Ordinance, 2002, in section 17, in
sub-section (1), after paragraph (j), the following new paragraph (k) shall be inserted:-

“(k) One eminent Aalim having degree of Dars-e-Nizami with other regular academic
qualifications and a minimum 8 years of instructional experience in well-known
university/institute to be nominated by the Chancellor”.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Senate of the Federal Urdu University of Science and Technology is a forum where
important decision-making is done for our generation and our future-leaders yet under embryonic
stage who, in the future, have to run the state and its affairs and the best decisions regarding their
education activities & training can be made only when such forum includes an “Aalim”, one of
the most educated fragment of our society, familiar with the Shariah, who keep the Quran, the
Sunnah and the country’s core narrative and its ideology in view while expressing opinion.

2. The practice of including an “Aalim” in a University’s governing-body is not a new but
already in vogue in the top best and great Universities, Institutes and Centers of learning in
Pakistan such as Syndicate of Quaid-i-Azam University has provision for inclusion of an
“aalim”, and the Executive Council of Allama Igbal University etc.

3. FUUAST University’s Senate has representation of all those deemed appropriate but lacks
the aforesaid entirely necessary fragment and this legislation aims at removal of this lacuna for
multi-dimensional benefits in the best interest of University and the Country.

4. Above are the objects and reasons of the Bill.
