further to amend the Industrial Relations Act, 2012
WHEREAS it is expedient to amend the Industrial Relations Act, 2012 (X of 2012), for the
purposes hereinafter appearing; |

It is hereby enacted as follows:-
1. Short Title and Commencement. - (1) This Act may be called the Industrial

Relations (Amendment) Bill, 2025.

(2) It shall come into force at once.
2. Amendment of section 54, Act X of 2012. - In the Industrial Relations Act, 2012 (X

of 2012), hereinafter referred to as the said Act, in section 54, clauses (b) and (c) shall be

omitted.
3. Amendment of section 65, Act X of 2012. - In the said Act, in section 65, in sub-

section (1),-

(a) for the word “A”, the word “Any” shall be substituted; and

(b) after the word “such proceedings by” , the words “any officer of any registered
trade union or federation of Trade Union or any person duly authorized by the

workman or aggrieved party or” shall be inserted.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Section 65 of the Industrial Relation Act, 2012 (Act No X of 2012), has facilitated
the officers of the Collective Bargaining Agent of the same organizations whereas there
are instances when there is conflict of interest and in such circumstances the poor
workmen are compelled to seek legal assistance from legal professionals which is not
financial affordable by such aggrieved workmen as well as troublesome mostly due to
lack of comprehension of philosophy of labour legislation which is based on labour
welfare. Hence, it is expedient to provide broader representation to workmen or workers

as far as their representation is concerned without financial obligations.




It is quite strange that by section 54 the National Industrial Relations
Commission (NIRC) is empowered with such functions which are also functions of
Registrar of Trade Unions (RTU) according to section 6,7.8,9 and 10 of the Industrial
Relations Act, 2012, and dual powers are not only confusing but also creating functional
problems to the RTU. Therefore, it is expedient to omit clause (b) and (c) of section 54 of
the Act.

Bill seeks to achieve the above-said objectives.
