WHEREAS, it is expedient further to amend the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of
- Pakistan, and for the purposes hereinafter appearing;

It is hereby enacted as follows:-
1.  Short title and commencement. - (1) This Act shall be called the Constitution

{Amendment) Bill, 2025,

(2) 1t shall come into force from the next gencralvcicction.

2. Amendment of Article 59 of the Constitution.- In the Constitution of Islamic Republic

of Pakistan, in Article 59, in clause (1),
(a) for the words, “ninety six” the words “one hundred and one™ shall be substituted;

(b) in paragraph (f),
(i) for the word, “four”, the word “nine” shall be substituted;

(i1) for the words "one", the words "two" shall be substituted;
(iii) after the word "each Province", the words "and one from the Federal Capital”

shall be added; and
(iv) after the words "Provincial Assembly", the words "and by the National

Assembly” shall be added.

STATEMENT OF OBTECTS AND REASONS

This Amendment Bill seeks to address the need for improved representation of non-
Muslim communities in the Senate. The proposed increase in representation is designed to ensure
that non-Muslim communities, who play a crucial role in the social, cultural, and economic
development of Pakistan, are provided with a stronger platform to express their concerns and
contribute to the country's legislative process. The Constitution guarantees the protection of
religious minorities, and this amendment aligns with that constitutional promise by ensuring non-
Muslims have a more substantial role in the political decision-inaking process.
