ORDrNnr.*cE

to consolidate and re-enact the law relating to the Frontier Constabulary

WHEREAS, the Frontier Constabular-y r.r,as oliginally established to

maintain law and order in frontier and bolder areas. ensuring the security of
these criticaI regions and pleserving public peace in remote territories;



AND \vllDIIEAS, the changing dynamics of naticnal secLrrity, the
increasinq fi'equency of en'lergencies, natural disasters. civil urrrest, and othet
emergiug threats have necessitated a more adaptable and ver'satile force to
respond to such challenges;

AND wHEREAS, the r.reed has arisen to re-organize the Frontier
Constabulary, a cir,;il arnted force, tl?nsfornling it into a forcc capable of
supplerrrcnting l,egular lalv enforcentent agcncies arrd addlessing diverse security
nceds in a coordinated tuatrter

A,'.;D \,,/IIEREAS- it is expedient to reorgarrize the Frortiicr Constabulary
into Federal Constabulary,. equipped r.l,ith and empou,eled to lueet the evolving
clrallenges of public safety, national security, aud enrergerrcy response and for
rnatters anciilaq, thereto zrnd connected therewith;

AND wtiERilAS, the Senate and.the National Assernbly arc not in session
and the President of the Isianric Republic of Pakistan is satisfied that
circurnstances exist which render it necessarv to take inirnediate action;

i. Short title, application and commence ment.{ I ) This Ordinancc
shall be called the Frontier Constabulary (Re<rrganization) Oi'cliirance, 2025.

(2) lt shall apply to everv.menrber of the Federal Constabuiary.
u'herever he rnay be.

(3) lt shall corne into tbrce al once

2. Delinitions.-ln this Or-dinance, unless ther-e.is anything repuguant
in tlre sudecr ol conteI'l,. -

(a) "active service" rreans arly duties being perfolrned as envisioned
by th is Ordinance;

(b) "lnspector Ceneral" mears au ,.rl'l'jcer ol' the irolice ser-vicc of
Pal<istan appoinled as Inspector' ' it nelal cl the Federal
Constabulary by the Federal Governnrcnt;

(c) "member of the Federai Constabularl,l' rreans a pelson otlrer thau
person appirinted by tlie Federal Govenl11)ent 1\,hc. at thc
commencelrent cl this Oldinance. is serving in the FeLierai
Constabulary, or vrho, aFier the cornlrenceurent r:f tilis (Jldinance.

Now. IHEREFOR-E, in. exercise of the pou,ers conferred b), clause (1) of
Articie 89 of the Conititution of the Islarnic Republic of Pakistan, rlie President
of the Islanric Republic of Pakistan is pleased to make and prornr-rlgate the
followirrg Oldinance. naurely:-



has been appointed to the Federal Constabularv under this
Ordinance and has signed a recruiting roll on u,hich the conditions
ofservicc contained in the Schedule are set folth:

Plovidcd that every pelson rvho lras for the space of six
mouths been in the reccipt of pay as a rnember oi the Federal
Constabularl, and been borne on the rolls of the Fedelal
Constabula;y shall be deerned to be a nrenrber of Federzl
Constabulary, notr-vithstanC ing that he has not signed the said
licruiting roll;

(d) ':prescribed" rneans prescribed by rules or regulatiolrs rnade under
th is Ordinance;

(e) "regulations" means regulations made under this Ordinance; and

"rules" rneans rules nrade undei tliis Ordinance.(0

i. Porver to maintain Federal Constabulary.-{ l) There shall
contirrue to be a force, rnaintained by the Federal Covemment, and called the
Federal Constabulary, for the purpose of exercising powers and perfornring
functions in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance.

(2) The Inspector General shall be appointed by the Federal
Governinent in such manner and on such tenls and conditions as rnay be
prescribed by ru les.

4. Superintendence, control and zdrninistration of Fedcral
Constabulary.-The superintendence of and control over the Federal
Constabulary shall vest in the Federal Govcrnnrent anci the Federal Constabulary
shall be administered by the Inspector General. the divisionai and the wing
commanders in accordance with the provisions o1'this Ordinance and the rules
made thereunder,

5. Pol,er to employ Fcderal Constabulary in other parts of
Pakistan.-Nonvithstanding anything contained in this Ordinance, it shall be
lawful for the Federal Covernrnent to employ tlre Federal Constabulary as a
reserve force, 1o perform specialized duties in aid of lslamabad Capital Territory
Police, Provincial Police Forces and all other securify and law enforcernent
forces and agencies.

6. Constitution of Federal Constabulary.-The Federal Constabulary
shall be constituted consisting members to be appointed in such rnanner and on
such terms and conditions as may prescribed by rules.
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7. Functions of the Federa[ Co nstabulary.-The Federal Constabulary

shall be deployed by the Federal Covelnment for internal security duties which
include, but ale not linritcd to,-

(a)

interlal security;

riot control;

coU nter terrofisrn; and

protectiorl or escofl

8. Organization and structure of Federal Constabulary.-{l) The
Federal Constabulary shall be under the overall 'command of the lnspector
General who shall be assisted by Additional Inspectors General, Deputy
Inspectors General and Assistant Inspectors General and such other officers, of
police service of Pakistan, as may be appointed in the prescribed manner.

(2) The Federal Constabulary shall comprise of two divisions namely
Security Division and Federal Reserve Division,

(3) The operational command shall consist of Divisional Comrnanders,
officers ofthe rank of Deputy lnspector General (DIG) and such other officers as

rnay be appointed in the prescribed rnanner, who shall command Security
Division and Federal Reserve Division respectively. Structurc of the Federal
Constabulary shall comprise wings, companies and platoons, commanded by
officers of the rank of Superintendent of Police, Assistant Superintendent of
Police or Deputy Superintendent of I)olice, lnspector, Sub-lnspector aud

Assistant Sub-lnspectoi respectively.

(4) Federal Constabulary may establish Regional Headquarters with
the approval ol the Federal Governmerlt, in regions rvhere it is deployed for
effective cornmand and contro l.

9. Establishment of the Security Division.-The Security Division
shall complise the existing streng;th of the Frontier Constabulary and shall
consist exclusively of the personnel appointed through traditioual system as

prescribed by regu lations,

I 0. Establishment of the Federal Reserve Division.-There shall be
a dedicated division for Anti-Riot and Special Protection in the Federal
Constabulary called the federal reserve division which shall be a multi-ethnic
national force with twenty percent representation fronr the four federating units
(Punjab, Sindh, Balochistan, KP), ten percent from Azad Jaumr: and Kashmir, six
percent from Gilgit-Baltistan and four percent from the Islamabad Capital Tenitory;
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If vacancies of any unit or area were not filled due to the uuavailability of an

eligibte candidate, it nray be filled from another unit or area.

I l- Appointment of subordinate officers and staff.-The po\{,er to
appoint all officers and staff of the Federal Constabulary, other than those
rnentioned iu section 8, shall lest with the Inspector Geueral and Conrmanders
rvho shall tespectivel)/ exercise such pou'ers in such manner as may be
prescribed by the rules made ulrder this Ordinance.

12. General duties of members of the Federal Constabulary.{l)
It shall be the dug, of every membel of the Federal Constabulary to pronrptly
obey and to execute all orders and warrants lawfully issued to hirl by any
superior authoriry, to apprehend all persons whom he is legally authorized to
apprehend and then hand over to law enforcement agency for further prosecution
in accordance with the law.

(2) Every member ofthe Federal Constabulary shall be Iiable to serve
anlnvhere within and beyond the limits of.Pakistan.

13. Disciplinary proceedings.-Every member of the Federal

Constabulary shall be bound by the disciplinary rules to be made under this
Ordinance and till making of suclr rules, members of the Federal Corrstabulary
shall be subject to the disciplinary rulep provided urider relevant sections of
North-West Frontier Constabulary Act, I 915 (XIII of l9 I 5) and rules 'made

thereunder.

14. Power'and duties conferrable and imposable on members of
the Federal Constatrulary.{I) The Federal Constabulary shall have the
powers as enshrined in the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 (Act V of I 898),
Anti-Terrorism Act, 1997 (XXVII of, I997), the Police Order, 2002 (Chief
Executive's Order No. 22 of 2002) and any other law for the time being in force.

(2) In addition to the powers mentioned in sub-section (l), the Federal
Government may, by general or special order, confer or impose upon any
nrember of the Federal Constabulary any of the powers or'duties conferred or
irnposed on a police officer of any class or grade by any enactnrent for the time
being in force,

,l5. 
Protection of acts of members of the Pederal Constabulary,--:

(l) In any suit or proceeding against any member of the Federal Constabulary
for any act done by him in pursuance of a warrant or order of a cornpetent
authority, it shall be lawfuI for hirn to plead that such act was done by him under
the authority of such warrant or order.

(2) Such a plea rnay be proved by the ploduction of thc warrant or'

order directing the act and if it is so proved, such mernber ol the Federal

Constabulary shall theleupon be discharged fLom liabiliry in respect of tlrc act so

done by him notwithstanding any defect in thejurisdiction of tlie authority u,lrich
issued such a w'arnant or order.

(3) All suits and proceedings, whethel civil or criminal, against any
person whicli may lau,fr-tlly be brought for anything done or intended to be done
under the powers confel'red by, or in pursuance of, any' provision of this
Ordinauce or the rules thereunder, shall be commenced rvithin tlrree nronths after
the act contplairred ofwas comuritted and not othenvise, atrd notice in writing of
such suit or proceedings and of the cause thereof shall be given to the defelldant
or his superior officer one month at-teast before the commenccrnent of the suit
or proceedings.

16. Porver to make rules.{l ) The Federdl GoVemrrent rnay, by
notification in the official Gazette, rnake rules for carrying out the purposes of
th is Ordinance.

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the power conferred b1'sub-
section (l), the rules may provide for any or all of the follorvino. rnattels,
narnely:-

(a) regulating the functions and powers of l--ederal Constabulary;

(b) regulating the classes and grades of and the remuneration to be

paid to the officers and staff of and the couditions ofservice in the

Federal Constabulary;

(c) fixing the period of service for members of thc Federal
Constabulary in any district or local area;

(d) regulating the award of puniihment to Federal Constabulary
officers and staff providing for appeal frorn or the revision of
otder, on ihe remission of fines imposed and the remission oi
deductions made;

(") regulating the several or collbctive liability of rnembers of the
Federal Qonstabulary in the case of the loss or theft of weapons

and ammunition; and

(0 generally, for the purpose of bringing into effect the provisions of
this Oldinance.

17. Porver to make regulations.-The Inspector Ceneral with the
previous sanction of the Federal Govemment may by notification in the official
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Gazette, nrake regu lations for internal nratters of the Federal constabulary or-

r,,4rele specific provisions of this Ordinance so require.

18. Repeal and savings.{l) Upon. commencernent of this
Ordinance. the North-West Frontier Corrstabularv Act, l9l5 (Xtll of l9l5) is

rcpea led.

(2) The rules, regulations and orders rnade undel the Act repealcd
undcr sub-section ( l) shall so lar as these are not inconsistent with the provisions
of this Ordinance corltirrue until antended or rescinded.

(3) Notwithstanding anything contained in any other lau,for the tirne
being in l'orce all mernbers and ernployees of the Flontier Constabulary serrring
in the defunct Frontier Constabulary irnmediately before the conlnencernent of
this Ordinance, irrmediately after the commencement of this Ordinance shall
stands tiansferred to the Fcderal Constabulary reconstituted undel this Ordinance
ou sal'nc terms and conditions as applicable to them before commencement of
this Ordiirance.

(4) All assets and liabilities of the Frontier Constabulary, of whatever
luatllre a0d wherever situated. shall, upon colnmencement of the Federal
Constabulary Ordinance stand transferred to an<i vest in the Federal
Corrstabrrlar;.

(5) A.!l ruies, re-uulations, notifications, and orders made or issued under the
Fronrier Constabular,v Act, 1915, insofar as they are not inconsistent rvith the
prcvi,;i,,rns of the Federal Constabulary Ordinance, shall be deemed to havc been

nratje or- issueci under the corresponding provisions of the Federal Constabulary
C-lrii:rance and shall remain in f<rlce until altered, anrended, or repealed by
cor' pctc'ril authority.

19. Power to remove d ifficulties.-If any difficulty arises in giving
el'lcct to any plovision of this Oidinance; the Government may make such order,
rot inconsistent n ith lhc prnvision of this Ordinance, as may appear to it to be

necess..rt/ or expedient for the purpose of removing the difficult1,.
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SI'A'I EMENT OF OB.IECTS AND RITASONS

Fronlicr Constabulary was established in 1913 and govemed under FC-Act,

1915. The force was established to maintain law and order situation in frontier border areas,

enswing the security in rcmote lerritories. With the passage of time, due to change of dynamics

of national securily, incrcasing frequency of emergencies, civil unrest and other emerging

threats have necessitated a more adaptable and versatile force to respond to challenges across

the country. This amendment will provide the regulation of the Frontier Constabulary in all

Federating units ofPakistan including GB, ICT and the State ofAJK.

The llill is dcsigned to achieve the aforesaid objective.2
