STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Igbal Academy Pakisian (IAP) was founded ir. 1951 by the Igbal Academy Act and
re-enacted through the Igbal Academy Ordinance of 1962. 11 is a starutory body of the Goverament

of Pakistan and a centre for excelience for Igbal Studies.

2. I pursuance of the instructions of the Cabinet Division dated 13" May, 2025 regarding
the substitution of the term “Feder! Government” with the appropriate authority in relevant laws
and reles, Ighal Academy Pakistan proposed necessary amendments to specific provisions of the
{gbal Academy Ordinance, 1962. Accordingly, the draft amendments were submitted to the
Ministry of Law and Justice for vetting. Ministry of Law & Justice vetted the draft amendments.
Subsequently, Cabinet Committee for Disposa! of Legislative Cases (CCLC) has been ratitied by
Cabinet in its meeting on 18.09.2025, under case No.644/Rule-19/2025/908.
