WHEREAS it is expedient further to amend the Pakistan Environmental
Protection Act, 1997 (XXXIV of 1997), in its application to the Islamabad Capital Territory, for

the purposes hereinafter appearing:

It is hereby enacted as follows.
1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Bill Shall be called the Pakistan
Environmental Protection (Amendment) Bill, 2025

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of Section 2, Act XXXIV of 1997.- In the Pakistan Environmental
Protection Act, 1997 (XXXIV of 1997), in section 2, in clause (xix), after the words “hospital
waste”, the expression, “, electronic waste” shall be inserted.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Pakistan generates approximately 433 kilotons of e-waste annually, with an
additional 95,415 tons imported each year. Like India and Bangladesh, Pakistan is among the
countries most severely impacted by e-waste. Significant portion of the world’s € —waste is
dumped in Pakistan, where it is sorted in facilities and warehouses, many of which employ
Children under dangerous condition. This e-waste contains toxic substances such as lead,
mercury, and cadmium, posing serious health risks to workers exposed during the handling and
processing of the waste.

The impact of e-waste extends beyond human health. The toxic materials present
in e-waste severely damage agricultural land, a vital source of livelihcod for many

impoverished communities in Pakistan,
Under the Basel Conventions, e-waste is classified as hazardous wasie. However,

Pakistan’s Environmental Protection Act of 1997 does not adequately address the safe handling,
disposal, or prevention of e-waste imports. This proposed amendment seeks to prohibit the
import of e-waste and ensure the safe management of locally generated e-waste, protecting both

human heaith and the environment.
