Federal Govemment owns a vast tract of urban and rural property throughout the

length and breadth of the countT. These immovable commercial properties iircluding land

and structures built thereon are owned, operated and managed by the Federal Ministries,

Divisions and organizations under their control. Many of these lands have gained in value

over time due to expansion o( urban areas and grow*r of commercial activities. However,

most ofgovemmen! entities have not been able to manage these real estate optimally. In fac!

these are beset with multiple problems like encroachmentq illegal occupation, etc. Despite

govemment directions, most of the govemment real estate are not being utilized in an

economically viable manner. In various cases, even the superior courts haye issued similar

directions.

2. There have been several unsuccessfu I attempts in the past to make use ofsome

of the properties for generathg optimum economic retums. Managing real estate, especially

lah4 is a specialized function. None of the existing govemment organizations have the

exclusive mandate and capacity to perform this function in a manner where these properties

generate valuable returns for the economy. Such functions are required to be performed by a

dedicated professional agency / organization. It is therefore proposed that a new organization,

Federal Govemment Real Estate Management Authority rnay be established to own, mange

or lease propeties ofthe Federal Govemment as approved by the Federal Government.

3. The Bill titled "Federal Government Real Estate

2026" has been desigrred to achieve the above stated objective.
