CONTROL ON THE CRIMINAL LAW (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2026

I, Chairman of the Standing Committee on Interior and Narcotics Control, have the
honour to present this report on the Bill further to amend the Pakistan Penal Code, 1860 and
Code of Criminal Procedure (1898) [The Criminal Law (Amendment) Bill, 2026] (Government
Bill), referred to the Committee on 30" March, 2026.

further to amend the Pakistan Penal Code, 1860, and Code of Criminal Procedure (1898)

WHEREAS it is expedient further to amend the Pakistan Penal Code, 1860 (Act XLV of 1860)
and Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 (Act V of 1898), for the purposes hereinafter appearing;

It is hereby enacted as follow:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be called the Criminal Law
(Amendment) Act, 2026.

2. It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 462A, Act XLV of 1860.- In the Pakistan Penal Code, 1860 (Act XLV of
1860), hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”, in section 462A,-

(1) in clause (a), after the word “facilities”, occurring for the first time, the expression “or by any
other means of transportation through land, sea or air” shall be inserted;
(11) in clause (b), after the word “products”. The words “refining and” shall be inserted;

(ii1)  in clause (e), after the word “in”, the expression “refining, processing,” shall be inserted;

(iv)  in clause (h), after the word “products”, the expression “other inflammable petroleum
products derived from crude oil”, shall be inserted;

(v) for clause (j), the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“(j) “tampering” means directly, indirectly, physically or remotely interfering, or
creating hindrance in flow, metering, monitoring, control, security, surveillance or regulation
of petroleum, by unauthorized entry into metering system or transmission and distribution
lines either by breaking the seals or damaging or destructing the same or by any other means
including cyber attack or any other electronic or digital means used to interfere in information
land communication technology system.”; and

(vi)  for clause (1), the following, shall be substituted, namely:-

“(1) “transportation” means an activity of transporting petroleum and its products through

pipelines and associated facilities or by any other means of transportation through land,

sea or air.”.

3. Amendment of section 462B, Act XLV of 1860, — In the said Act, in section 462B.
(i) in sub-section (1),-

(a) after the words “tampering”, occurring for the second time, the expression



“directly, indirectly, physically or remotely” shall be inserted; and
(b) the word “main” shall be omitted; and
(11) in sub-section (2), -

(a) after the word “who”, the expression “directly, indirectly, physically or remotely” shall be
inserted;

(b) in clause (a), the word “or” shall be omitted;

(c) in clause (b), for the coma, at the end a semicolon and word “or” shall be substituted;

(d) for the word “ten”, the word “thirty” shall be substituted.

4, Substitution of section 462C, Act XLV of 1860.— In the said Act, for section 462C, the
following shall be substituted, namely:-

“462C. Dealing in stolen petroleum.- (1) Whoever directly or indirectly receives, retains, stores,
transports, sells or purchases petroleum, stolen from any facility, installation, pipeline of petroleum or
from any other means of transportation of petroleum is said to commit the offence of dealing in stolen
petroleum and shall be punished with rigorous imprisonment which may extend to fourteen years but
shall not be less than seven years and with fine which may may extend to three million Rupees.

(2) Any person who directly or indirectly attempts, aids, abets, counsels or the commission of any
offence under sub-section (1) shall be punishable with the same punishment provided for the offence.

(3) Any vehicle, equipment, tools, or other property used in commission of any offence under
sub-section (1) shall be forfeited.

(4) The provisions of sub-sections (1), (2) and (3) shall be in addition to, arid not in derogation of,
any law for the time being in force.”

5. Amendment of Section 462F, Act XLV of 1860.—in the said Act, for section 462F, the
following shall be substituted, namely:-

“462F. Damaging or distracting the transmission or transportation lines, etc.- Any person who
damages or destructs any transmission or transportation lines or any other means of transportation by an
act of subversion by explosive material or in any other manner so as to disrupt the supply of petroleum
shall be punished with imprisonment which may extend to fourteen years but shall not be less than ten

years.

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

International and national studies show growing trend of terrorist attacks on petroleum refineries,
installations, storage facilities, and pipelines infrastructure. Recent international research has
classified South East Asia as vulnerable being potential target of terrorists. There is credible
evidence of a nexus between the oil mafia and terrorists. The illegal proceeds from the crime of
oil pilferage and petroleum theft committed by the oil mafia are laundered and used for terror

financing.

Until recently, crude oil, high speed diesel and refined petroleum were being transported through
these pipelines. Motor Gasoline (Mogas) has now been added and will be transported through the
pipeline system. Motor gasoline is extremely volatile, highly inflammable, toxic and explosive.
The slightest intrusion into the pipeline system transporting mogas will have disastrous
ramifications of catastrophic proportions endangering lives and properties of people dwelling in
surrounding areas. An interruption in supply of petroleum will severely affect the national
economy and the defence needs.

Pakistan’s national pipeline network is vulnerable to both physical and cyberattacks, therefore,
the existing provisions in the Pakistan Penal Code, 1860 (Act XLV of 1860) and Code of
Criminal Procedure Codes, 1898 (Act V of 1898, require to be extended to oil refineries,
petroleum storage facilities, and petroleum pipelines etc., as well as to the acts of dealing in
stolen petroleum.

Even otherwise, the proposed amendments are required to be incorporated, in order to fulfil our

international commitments:

a) Un Security Council Resolution 2341 (2017), calls on Member State to address the
danger to terrorist attacks against critical measures in developing national strategies and policies,

in addition to other relevant resolutions; and
b) Un Resolution No. 1373 (2001) that all States shall classify terrorist acts as serious

criminal offences in domestic laws and regulations, and calls upon all Member, States to ensure
that they have established criminal responsibility for terrorist attacks intended to destroy or
disable critical infrastructure, as well as the planning of, training for, and financing of and
logistical support for such attacks.

Terrorist attacks around the world have demonstrated that petroleum refineries, storage facilities
and pipeline infrastructure are “soft” targets are more vulnerable than ever, which require states

to develop actions plans and programs.

This Bill aims to achieve the aforesaid objectives.
