Pakistan Corporation (APPC) since 2023 were advertised 
publicly in accordance with the APPC Service Rules, 2004 
and the Government Servants Rules; 

 
(b) whether prior financial sanction or approval was obtained 

from the Finance Division or from the Ministry; 
 
(c) if not, how the salaries and benefits of such appointees were 

processed; 
 
(d) whether any inquiry has been conducted into the financial 

burden on the national exchequer; 
 
(e) whether these appointments adhered to the Constitutional 

quota system for provinces, women, minorities and persons 
with disabilities; and 

 
(f) whether the Ministry has examined the Auditor General of 

Pakistan’s report indicating irregular appointments, 
backdated payments and hiring of over aged individuals, 
causing loss to the National exchequer? 
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 Minister for Information and Broadcasting (Mr. Attaullah 
Tarar):  
 

 The appointments made since 2023 were carried out under the 
full appointment powers delegated to the Managing Director 
by the Board of Directors in its 5th meeting (Annex-I). In 
exercise of these powers, and to prevent technical disruption 
of equipment worth more than a billion rupees by ensuring its 
operability through trained personnel, some individuals 
engaged after 2023, former PSDP project staff, were 
reappointed through test and interview on considerably lower 
pay scales and strictly within sanctioned posts and budget. 
Part-time correspondents in remote areas were engaged solely 
on an honorary, non-remunerated basis. No employee has 
been regularized during the period in question. The 
appointments in question therefore fall squarely within 
established practice and remain fully aligned with the 
procedural framework consistently followed by all previous 
Managing Directors. 
 

 The appointments were made strictly within the sanctioned 
strength and approved budget of the Corporation. These 
appointments were fully aligned with or within the budgetary 
provisions granted to APPC. 

 
 The salaries and admissible fringe benefits of these employees 

were, thus, processed from approved budgetary allocations, 
and within the approved strength. The Corporation did not 
seek or utilize any additional funds beyond the sanctioned 
limit. All payments were made in accordance with 
government financial rules, ensuring complete compliance 
and fiscal discipline. 

 
 No financial burden has, at any stage, been placed upon the 

national exchequer or the Corporation. The appointments 
were made within the approved cadre and budgetary ceiling, 
and did not entail any additional liability. On the contrary, by 
utilizing trained project staff at lower pay scales, the 
Corporation achieved cost efficiency and operational 
continuity without compromising financial prudence.

(a) whether the Government has prepared a national framework 
for the civilian, agricultural, environmental and disaster-
management use of Pakistan’s newly launched hyperspectral 
Satellite HS-I; 

 
(b) if so, the departments to be integrated with satellite data and 

expected benefits thereof; 
 
(c) if not, the reasons for non-finalization of utilization plan 

despite successful launch? 
 
 Minister for Defence (Khawaja Muhammad Asif): (a) Pakistan 
lunched its first Hyper-Spectral Satellite (HS-I) on October 19, 2025. The 
HS-I satellite is currently undergoing in Orbit Testing (IOD) phase with 
image data expected to be available to user organizations by end of Jan 
2026. A comprehensive national utilization framework for civilian 
applications in agriculture, environment, and disaster management is 
under progressive implementation, under which SUPARCO coordinates 
with key Federal and provincial departments for integration of satellite 
data, capacity building and general awareness. 
 
 A fully finalized, standalone utilization plan is evolving amid the 
ongoing in-orbit testing phases of the satellite, phased onboarding of the 
user departments, and the need for capacity building and institutional 
readiness. Meanwhile, SUPARCO is operationalizing satellite data use 
through framework MoUs, service-based agreements and engagements, 
disaster watch platforms digital satellite service portals, and structured 
training programs, each including dedicated components for HS-I 
Satellite. 
  
 (b) The ability of hyper-spectral imaging provides detailed 
spectral information in more than hundred continuous spectral bands 
making it ideal for a wide array of applications in sector viz agriculture 
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forestry, environment, disaster management, marine ecology, geology and 
mineral prospection. The expected benefits include, but not limited to: 
 
 

o  Enhanced crop assessment 
 
o  Land and forest monitoring 
 
o  Disaster preparedness and response 
 
o  Environmental protection 
 
o  Mineral prospection 
 
o  Evidence based planning, etc. 

 
 Therefore, SUPARCO is working interactively across Federal & 
Provincial government departments, universities, and research centers 
through project services, targeted trainings and framework MoUs for 
creating awareness, building capacity and integrating technology in every 
sector.

International Airport has implemented the latest security protocols in line 
with International Standards to ensure the safety of passengers and staff. 
The installation of the latest scanning machines along with modern 
security equipment is near to finalization. After this modern installation, 
the security measures will effectively meet the regional security situation. 
Furthermore, a joint security team from the Pakistan Civil Aviation 
Authority (PCAA) and Pakistan Airports Authority recently visited the 
airport to review and enhance security measures. 
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 As regards Passenger facilities at Quetta International Airport is 
concerned, which are provided as per International Civil Aviation 
Organization (ICAO) Standards. These include, among others, meet-and-
greet services, dedicated seating areas, drinking water, washrooms, free 
Wi-Fi, and luggage trolleys. The airport is undergoing continuous 
enhancement of facilities to further improve passenger experience and 
comply with the latest international standards.

 Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed 
Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) Presently, 93 officers / officials are posted at 
MRP Sections, Pakistan Missions abroad. The Country Wise details of 49 
Pakistan Missions are enclosed at (Annex-A). 
 
 (b) The prescribed procedure and criteria for foreign posting of 
officers / officials of Directorate General, Immigration & Passports is 
mentioned in Foreign Posting Policy which was approved by the Ministry 
of Interior & Narcotics Control vide letter No. 4/31/2013-Estt (I&P) dated 
12.02.2020 (Annex-B). 
 
 (c) Under the Aforementioned DGI&P Foreign Posting Policy 
the approved tenure of Foreign Posting of officers /officials is three (03) 
years.  
 
 (d) The tenure of the officers / officials posted at Pakistan 
Missions abroad has been completed. 
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 The matter regarding amendments in aforesaid DGI&P Foreign 
Posting Policy is under process in the Ministry of Interior & Narcotics 
control. 
 

 The revised Foreign Posting Policy will allow other occupational 
groups to compete the selection process for foreign posting at Missions 
abroad. 
 

 Once the policy is approved, the Directorate General, Immigration 
& Passports will proceed accordingly for foreign posting of selected officers / 
officials at the respective Missions abroad.

Hotels/Motels are located at Islamabad Club Road/Murree Road. They 
have developed illegal parking which is on green area of Right of way of 
this road. These Illegal parking / encroachment areas were demolished 
with the help of Enforcement Directorate, CDA on 06-08-2024. Challans 
for construction of illegal parking/encroachment area have also been filed 
in the Court of Senior Special Magistrate, CDA for proceeding against all 
these hotels / Motels as per relevant rules. 
 
 (b) Repeated action is being taken frequently, to physically 
remove these encroachments. Legal proceedings have also been initiated 
which are pending before the Senior Special Magistrate, CDA.

Various incentives and facilities are being provided 
both to Pakistanis abroad and to their dependents in Pakistan. The existing 
schemes are continuously revised and upgraded to ensure efficient service 
delivery for the benefit of overseas Pakistanis and their families. Details of 
existing schemes and facilities are as follows:

performance of FIA is given below. 
 
 As far as smuggling is concerned, though, primarily, it falls under 
the mandate of Pakistan Customs, however, FIA staff posted at 
Immigration check posts has already been directed to remain vigilant to 
counter such activity.

Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) Yes. The M/S J&K Housing Society has 
applied for Approval of Layout Plan in Zone-IV, Islamabad. 

 

 (b) On 29-05-2024, incomplete application without scrutiny fee 
and pre-requisite documents was submitted to CDA.  

 

 (c) The sponsors have neither deposited the Scrutiny Fee 
Processing Fee nor have submitted the requisite documents as per Clause 
8 of Private Housing Schemes Regulations 2023 are provided. The 
Secretary, J&K, Housing Scheme, was advised to re-submit the required 
documents/ layout Plan along with Scrutiny Fee and enable for proceeding 
further in the matter. 
 
 (d) In the first instance the Revenue Staff will scrutinize the land 
documents so as to identity the clear land, hence, the Project Boundary for 
considering the proposed LOP and proposed plots, accordingly. The LOP 
will be processed & approved as per SRO 866(I)/2023. 
  
 (e) There is no delay on the part of CDA. Despite repeated 
requests the sponsors of the scheme has still not completed the pre-
requisite formalities towards processing the case for approval of LOP.

violations first and later legalizing them and undermining 
urban governance; 

 
(c) the number of such violations that were addressed or rectified 

during the last year; 
 
(d) how many remain and in which areas; 
 
(e) the specific steps being taken to address the violations 

mentioned above, ensure strict enforcement and avoid further 
misuse of planning regulations; 

 
(f) whether any fresh assessment has been undertaken to 

evaluate the overall impact of these violations; 
 
(g) whether accountability is being fixed both on negligent CDA, 

officials and private violators; and 
 
(h) whether a time bound action plan exists to restore compliance 

and prevent future infractions? 
  
 Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed 
Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) Satellite imagery-guided anti-encroachment 
measures have been adopted to curb illegal developments, prevent future 
encroachments and strengthen urban governance through technology-
driven enforcement. 
 
 (b) The assertion of a cosmetic approach is incorrect. CDA has 
been taking action against all violations through proactive, planned and 
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uniform approach. Any regularization, where applicable, is strictly 
governed by statutory provisions and policy decisions. 
 
 (c) During the mega anti-encroachment drive conducted last year, 
the following violations were identified through satellite imagery and 
addressed by the Directorate of Enforcement, CDA: - 
 

 Saidpur: Illegal structures remove from Margalla Hills 
National Park Area and 395 Kanals land retrieved out of 444 
Kanals. 
 

 GT Road Tarnol (Motor Way Chowk to Nicholson 
monument): Unauthorized structures removed from green 
belt, and R.O.W of GT Road (both Eastern & Western sides) 
and retrieved 474 Acres land. 

 
 Lehtrar Road (Barma Bridge to Bank Chowk): 

Unauthorized / illegal encroachments removed (both Eastern 
& Western sides) and retrieved 15.75 Acres land. 

 
 Express way (Faizabad to Koral Chowk): Unauthorized 

structures removed from green belt and Service Road (both 
Eastern & Western sides) an retrieved 547 Acres land. 

 
 GT Road (T Chowk to Rawat): Encroachments removed 

from both sides (North & south) of GT Road and retrieved 
21.97 Acres land. 

 
 Kuri Road: Animal Barns removed from Kuri Road area and 

retrieved 9.96 Acres land. 
 

 Muslim Colony: 2200 Households were shifted and CDA 
owned land measuring 729 Kanals have been retrieved from 
illegal constructions. 

 
 (d) Building & Housing Control Wing Reply. As regards to the 
violations regarding unauthorized buildings, and remaining violations 
within the jurisdiction of Building Control (South), it is submitted that this 
Directorate has already completed geo-tagged surveys in all areas of Zone-
IV and Zone-V and has forwarded complete lists of illegal/unauthorized 
constructions to the Directorate of Enforcement for scheduling and 
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execution of sealing/demolition/stoppage of work operations. In this 
regard, necessary approvals were accorded and cases forwarded vice this 
office letters No.CDA/BC(S)/Sealing/Z-IV-V/2023 (765 Buildings), 
No.CDA/DD BC(S)/SO/ICT-Z-IV-V/2023/298 dated 09.08.2023 (597 
buildings), No.CDA/DD BC(S/SO-ICT-Z-IV/V/2023/398 dated 
03.10.2023 (51 buildings), No. CDA/DD BC (S)/SP/ICT-Z-IV-
V/2023/490 dated 06.12.2023 (301 buildings), and No.CDA/DD 
BC(S)/SO/ICT-Z-V/2023/501 dated 29.12.2023 (86) buildings), 
aggregating 1,800 buildings forwarded for action. The operational 
mechanism and execution responsibility vests with the Directorate of 
Enforcement as per Minutes of Meeting issued vide No.CDA/Dir (BC-
S)/DVC/2023/345 dated 13.09.2023 and in this regard anti-violation 
operations are conducted from time to time. Similarly, regarding 
remaining building related violations within the jurisdiction of Building 
Control (North), it is submitted that this Directorate has already completed 
geo-tagged surveys in unplanned areas of Main GT Road Zone-II, Zone-
V, Fateh Jhang Road Zone-II, Golra Revenue Estate Sector E-11 and 
Sector H-13, Islamabad and after issuance of Notices & Show Cause 
Notices sealing operations have also been conducted and as a result 
multiple owners/ sponsors have also started applying for regularization of 
the illegal / unauthorized establishments. The detail of Notices and Show 
Cause is as follows: - 
 

 
 
 (e) CDA has strengthened enforcement through regular anti-
encroachment operations enhanced field monitoring coordination with 
ICT Administration and Police, use of satellite/GIS data, an strict scrutiny 
of building plans to ensure compliance and prevent further misuse of 
planning regulations. 
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 (f) Yes, CDA has established Geo Spatial Technology Wing to 
assess and conduct proper surveys for evaluating the scale and impact of 
encroachments and unauthorized developments, with findings in order to 
used to refine enforcement strategies and planning controls. 
 
 (g) Accountability mechanisms are in place. Action is initiated 
against negligent CDA officials under applicable service rules, while 
private violators arfe proceeded against under the relevant laws, including 
penalties, sealing, demolition, and prosecution. 
 
 (h) A time-bound and phased action plan exists, focusing on 
identification, prioritization, enforcement and post-operation monitoring to 
restore compliance, deter further infractions, and uphold the Islamabad 
Master Plan and Planning Regulations. 
 
35. *Mr. Anjum Aqeel Khan: 
 

Will the Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control be pleased to 
state the strategy under consideration of the Government to ensure 
the safety of the citizens of Islamabad Capital Territory (ICT) 
particularly to tackle water-related emergencies in view of the fact 
that Islamabad has been facing urban flooding for the last few 
years and several citizens have lost their lives? 

  
 Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed 
Mohsin Raza Naqvi): Government of Pakistan, through the Capital 
Emergency Service (CES) and in coordination with the Capital 
Development Authority (CDA), has adopted a comprehensive and multi-
pronged strategy to ensure the safety of the citizens of Islamabad Capital 
Territory (ICT), particularly to address water-related emergencies arising 
from recurrent urban flooding. In this regard, the following measures have 
been conducted and implemented. 
 

1.  Emergency Response and Dewatering Operations. The 
Capital Emergency Service (CES), deploys trained staff, 
rescue teams, and dewatering units in affected and vulnerable 
areas. Dewatering pumps are pre-positioned at identified 
flood-prone locations to ensure quick removal of accumulated 
water from roads, underpasses, and residential areas. 
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2. Life-Saving and Rescue Preparedness Training. Fire & 
Rescue staff of the Capital Emergency Service have 
completed four-weeks (10th November 2025 to 05th 
December 2025) Water Rescue Training conducted by the 
Pakistan Navy, as well as a One-week specialized training 
program conducted by the Blue Sky Rescue Team from 
China. In addition, specialized Water Rescue Equipment (05 
kits) has been donated by the Blue Sky Rescue Team, China. 
The teams are equipped to carry out evacuations, rescue of 
trapped individuals, and provide immediate emergency 
assistance in coordination with CDA field formations. 

 
3. Inter-Agency Coordination and Monitoring. Coordination 

& Monitoring has significantly strengthened the operational 
capacity of CES to respond effectively to urban flooding and 
water rescue emergencies. Continuous coordination is 
maintained among CDA Directorates, Capital Emergency 
Service, and other relevant stakeholders ensure timely 
information sharing, rapid response, and effective 
management of water-related emergencies during heavy rains. 
Through the integrated preventive, preparedness, and 
response measures, the Capital Emergency Service, with the 
support of the CDA, remain-committed to minimize risks, 
protecting lives, and ensuring the safety of the citizens of 
Islamabad Capital Territory during urban flash flooding and 
other water-relate emergencies. 

 
37. *Ms. Naeema Kishwar Khan:

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 Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed 
Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) It is submitted that the two intercity bus/coach 
stands, namely Bus Stand at G-9 Markaz and Bus Stand at I-11 (Mandi 
Morr) are under the administrative control of the Directorate of Municipal 
Administration (DMA), Metropolitan Corporation Islamabad (MCI). 
 
 Both the aforesaid bus stands have been successfully auctioned 
through a transparent and competitive bidding process in accordance with 
the applicable rules and procedures. The details of the auction are as 
under. It is pertinent to mention that, through auction, DMA has generated 
132% higher revenue compared to the revenue recovered under the self-
collection mechanism.:- 
 
i. Bus Stand at G-9 Markaz:  :Rs. 81.60 (M) 
       (per annum w.e.f 8-10-2025) 
 
ii. Bus Stand at I-11 (Mandi Morr)  :Rs. 38.00 (M)

 (b) The bus stands under the administrative control of Directorate 
of Municipal Administration (DMA), Metropolitan Corporation Islamabad 
(MCI) were being operated on a self-sustaining basis before auction. 
Accordingly, repair and maintenance works are carried out from time to 
time on a need-based basis using funds generated from the respective bus 
stands themselves. No expenditure from the Government exchequer has 
been incurred on repair and maintenance during the last three (03) years. 
 
 With regard to Bus Stand G-6, Islamabad, it is designated as an 
intra-city bus stand primarily meant for local wagon routes. Over time, the 
site had been encroached upon by unauthorized occupants and was being 
misused as an illegal parking stand. Subsequently, the Directorate of 
Municipal Administration (DMA), through the assignment of a special 
task, cleared the bus stand of all encroachments and illegal parking and 
initiated a self-collection mechanism. Moreover, following the 
commencement of the Metro Bus, Green Line, and Blue Line services in 
Islamabad, the majority of local wagon routes have been discontinued, 
except for a few residual routes. 
 
 As the G-6 Bus Stand is being operated on a self-sustaining basis. 
Owing to reduced operations and limited revenue generation, repair and 
maintenance works are carried out from time to time on a need-based basis 
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using funds generated from the respective bus stands themselves. No 
expenditure from the government exchequer has been incurred on repair 
and maintenance.

 The aforesaid ranking represents a significant improvement over 
the earlier ranking of 103rd (Annex-B), which reflects a positive upward 
trend in Pakistan’s passport ranking 
 
 The Henley Passport Index 2026 is based on the following specific 
factors, and weak performance in any of these areas may adversely impact 
the overall passport ranking. 
 

 Visa free access 
 

 International taxation laws 
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 Dual Citizenship 
 

 Personal Freedom 
 

 Political instability 
 

 Security and economic challenges 
 

 Diplomatic relations 
 
 (b) The Directorate General, Immigration & Passports under the 
ambit of Ministry of Interior & Narcotics Control has undertaken 
following important steps for improvement in Pakistan’s passport ranking

 Modernization of the Passport Personalization System 
 
 Deployment of new state-of-the-art facility for e-

Passport personalization system. 
 

 Advanced security features incorporated in e-passport 
booklet (polycarbonate data page and embedded 
microchips containing biometrics of the passport 
holders) to prevent forgery.

 Pakistan has established Visa Abolition/Exemption 

agreement with 50 countries for holders of diplomatic 
and official passports (Annex-C). 
 

 Another initiative has been undertaken for further visa 
abolition arrangements with other foreign countries, 
which will also enhance diplomatic engagement and 
facilitate level. 

 
 Moreover, 32 countries grant visa-free/ visa-on-arrival

Islamabad Capital Territory. 
 
 CDA has notified and implemented the Islamabad Electric Vehicle 
Infrastructure Policy (IEVIP), which provides a regulatory framework for 
planning, installation, and operation of EV charging stations in 
government buildings commercial developments, petrol filling stations, 
and other designated locations. The policy mandates EV charging facilities 
in new developments and encourages provision in existing buildings. 
 
 Furthermore, CDA has issued notices to all petrol pumps and 
filling stations in Islamabad for installation of EV charging stations in 
accordance with approved standards.

 The PSB provides support for the preparation and participation of 
national athletes in national and international events, including training, 
coaching, logistical assistance, financial assistance to National Sports 
Federations, sports facilities, and the award of cash incentives to medal-
winning athletes. 
 
 The Prime Minister has directed the establishment of a High 
Performance Sports Academy for the training of athletes on modern 
scientific lines. For this purpose, a Long-Term Athlete Development 
Programme has been devised, initially covering 10 Olympic sports 
disciplines, namely Athletics, Boxing, Judo, Squash, Taekwondo, 
Weightlifting, Wrestling, Tennis, Table Tennis, and Shooting, targeting 
the 2028 Los Angeles Olympic Games. 
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 In addition, PSB is making arrangements for participation in the 
following forthcoming international sports event: 
 
 2026 Winter Olympics scheduled to take place from 6 to 22

 Furthermore, the 14th South Asian Games are scheduled to be 
hosted by Pakistan in March 2027, with participation from sportspersons 
across South Asian countries. Hosting this international multi-sport event 
will provide a significant opportunity to promote sports development, 
enhance Pakistan’s sporting image and encourage youth engagement in 
sports nationwide.

Government and the CDA Board, ten (10) Katchi Abadis in Islamabad 
were recognized during the period 1994-2004 for up-gradation, 
rehabilitation, and relocation. The Capital Development Authority has 
undertaken  
up-gradation of the recognized Katchi Abadis (to be upgraded/ 
rehabilitated at site) by providing basic utility services, construction of 
boundary walls, street widening, and ensuring improved access to the 
main infrastructure. All remaining informal settlements, are illegal and are 
therefore liable to be removed by the Enforcement Directorate, CDA, in 
accordance with the applicable laws and regulations.

recruitment practices but resulted primarily from large scale
regularization and reinstatement of employees pursuant to
decisions of competent forums, including the Cabinet Committee
hcadcd hy Mr. Khursheed Shah (342 employccs), thc Spccial
Committee of the National Assembly chaired by Mr. Qadir Khan
Mandokhel (135 employees), and the Prime Minister's
Assistance Package (3 3 employees).
In consequence of these decisions, more than 500 employees

were absorbed into service through one-time measures, which

were binding on the organization and implemented in

compliance with directions of the competent authorities. These

regularizations, being exceptional in nature and not processed

through the standard recruitment framework, inadvertently

affected the proportional observance of prescribed quotas. The

resultant imbalance, therefore, cannot be attributed to any willful
disregard of constitutional or statutory requirements by APPC

management.

J) lYhether the Ministry has examined
the Auditor General of Pakistan's
report indicating irregular
appoinlments, backdaled payments
and. hiring of overaged individuals,
causing loss to the National
exchequet?

The Auditor General of Pakistan (AGP) has pointed out
financial irregularities with respect to APPC Employees Related
Expenses (ERE) and Provident Fund (PF), including the transfer
of funds to other APPC accounts and to individuals employees
accounts. The reports have also highlighted irregularities in the

utilization of PSDP funds, as well as the presence of 20 fake

appointments in the corporation and the disbursement of salaries

to such individuals. These matters of financial irregularities are

currently under investigation.
Regarding the inegularities in Provident Fund (PF) and

Employees related Expenses (ERE), the Managing Director
(MD), APPC, constituted a Fact-Finding Committee (FFC). The
committee confirmed the embezzlement and recommended
action against the employees involved. Subsequently, the case

was referred to the Federal Investigation Agency (FIA), which
has lodged an FIR and is investigating the APP officials
involved, in addition to initiating recovery proceedings
(Flag-A). Action under the Efficiency and Discipline (E&D)
Rules, 2020 has been initiated against the individuals involved.

With respect to irregularities observed in the utilization of PSDP

frinds, the report of the Fact-Finding Committee has been shared

with the FIA for further investigation (Flag-B). In case of fake

appointments, the matter has also been referred to the FIA,
which has registered a FIR and is currently conducting an

inquiry (Flag-C).

The Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, through its attached
departments and subordinate organizations, carries out a range of initiatives
and activities aimed at promoting information literacy, media awareness and
digital literacy in line with their respective mandates. These efforts contribute
to tlre broader objeotives of public awareness and responsible media
engagement, however, they are not undertaken under any formally titled
programme known as the "Information Literacy Progamme (ILP).

Pakistan Television Corporation (PTVC) conhibutes to information literacy
through educational and awareness-oriented pro$amming, while the PTV
Drama & Film Academy conducts capacity-building initiatives for media
professionals on digital literacy, artificial intelligence (AI), ethical joumalism,
credible news production, and public awareness content. Details are provided
in Annex-A.

Pakistan Broadcasting Corporation (PBC), through Radio Pakistan, plays a
pivotal role in promoting media and information literacy nationwide,
pafiicularly in remote and underserved areas. Through its Programme Wing
and News & Current Affairs Channel, PBC integates themes of responsible
information use, digital awareness, and countering misinformation into a wide
range of programmes in 23 languages, including educational, youth, women,
religious, and current affairs content. Details are provided in Annex-B.

The Press Information Department (PID) promotes responsible information
consumption through print, electronic, and digital media campaigns. Its
Countering Violent Extremism (CVE) Cell conducts seminars, training
sessions, and outreach activities for joumalists, students, and civil society. In
addition, large-scale communication campaigns addressing fake news,
cybersecurity, national security, Kashmir, economy, and youth empowerment
have generated extensive public outreach and awar€ness over the last two
years. Details are provided in Annex-C.

The Press Council of Pakistan (PCP) supports media literacy through
internship programmes and seminars, organized in collaboration with
universities, LINESCO, and other stakeholders, with a focus on ethical
joumalism and combating fake news. Details are provided in Annex-D.

The Information Service Academy (ISA) contributes through specialized
training programmes, mid-career courses, AI workshops, seminars, and
academic outreach activities. These initiatives embed information and media
literacy, ethics, and digital communication skills within its stn-rctured
